HILBERT — Despite the trag
ic loss of a hand. the part own-
er and manager of the Cold
Springs Cheese Factory two
miles south of here developed
his ability as a cheesemaker
enough to take home the title of
Calumet County's 1964 chee
champion
Eugene Broehm route 2
Hilbert, after 22 years in cheese
making, was named the champi
on at this year’s Calumet Coun
ty Fair
Broehm tallied an average
score of 94.5 out of possible
100 points in four categories in
winning the crown. He was tops
in the competition which in
volved 10 of the county’s best
cheesemakers
To be eligible for the cham
pionship trophy Broehm h
tally the high score with fou
cheeses in four categories
Highest Score
His young, medium and aged
cheddar cheeses and Colby
cheese collected the highest av-
erage score in make-up, color,
texture and flavor
The personable and modest
cheesemaker declined to take
full credit for the accomplish-
ment. He cited each of his eight
factory workers and six milk
truck drivers as being an im-
portant member of the team
which took the title
’| Broehm said cheese making is

At the age of 16 Broehm
started in the cheesemaking pro-
fession at the same factory of
which is is a partial owner and
manager. He said it is easy to
remember because it was Dec,
7, the same day the Japanese
attacked Pear| Harbor

Now, 22 years later, in the
relatively small factory, in ru-
ral Calumet County, Broehm su-
pervises the processing of ap-
proximately 70,000 pounds of
milk into mostly cheddar cheese
every day. One tenth of this
milk ends up as cheese,

He said the major portion of
the milk received at the plant,
which during the “flush” per-
iod, reaches 100,000 pounds a
day, goes into cheddar cheese,
although “we do make some
Colby cheese,”” he said
